the NAFTA Pilot Truck Program, the Mexican government took retaliatory measures
and imposed import duties of 10% — 20% on ninety different U.S. products
(primarily agricultural). Many of the items which are now subject to these
retaliatory Mexican duties have a direct impact on the California Agribusiness, such
as almonds, juices, wines and fresh produce. Secretary of Transport Ray Lahood has
designed and submitted a proposal for the White House to review. To date, there
has been no official response.
